The Brides Divine Submissive Role 

Scripture Reading before Invocational Prayer:  Proverbs 14:1-3 (cf. Ruth 4:11)  

Subject: THE BRIDE’S SUBMISSIVE ROLE IN A CHRISTIAN MARRIAGE ACCORDING TO 

BIBLICAL PRINCIPLES  

Genesis 2:7, 15-25 a helper suitable, companion, partner (cf. 1 Corinthian 11:1-9 the women was created for 

the man and are not equal in authority)  

Genesis 3:1-16 thou “contentious” “usurping” desire shall be to thy husband. (cf. 1 Timothy 2:8-15 I suffer 

not a women to teach nor to usurp authority over the man.) 

The curses did not make women submissive, they were submissive before it, but  afterwards  it had to 

be reinforced to maintain divine order.  It is in the nature of all women to be contentious and to usurp 

your husband’s rightful authority. 

Proverbs 19:13 the contentions of a wife are a continual dropping.  “Don’t know how to be quiet at times and 

must always express all the emotional things going on with them.”  

Proverbs 27:15 A continual dropping in a very rainy day and a contentious woman are alike.   

Proverbs 12:4 A virtuous women is a crown to her husband; but she that maketh ashamed is as rottenness in 

his bones. (cf. Prov. 31: 10 – 12 she will do him good all of her life)  

Proverbs 21:9 It is better to dwell in a corner of the house top, than with a brawling woman in a wide house.  

“you wonder why he does not always come home” Watch out.   

Proverbs 21:19 it is better to dwell in the wilderness than with a contentious and an angry woman. 

Proverb 25:24, 34 It is better to dwell in the corner of the house top, then with a brawling women and in a 

wide house. 

1 Peter 3:1-11 adorn your inward man being in subjection to their own husband.   

1 Corinthians 14:19, 33 – 40 let your women keep silent in the churches; for it is not permitted unto them to 

speak; but they are commanded to be under obedience as also saith the law.  For God is not the author of 

confusion, but of peace.   

Ephesians 5:21-33  The Gospel has styled the Christian Marriage after Christ’s coming back again for His 

Bride which is his Church.  Any deviation from genetic male and genetic female does not constitute a 

Biblical marriage (Genesis 1:27-28). 

Titus 2:1-5 The divine call of a Christian Wife  
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1 Corinthians 7:1-40  Advice on Marriage. Let every man have his own wife and every women have her own 

husband.  The unmarried woman careth for the things of the Lord; (1 Timothy 5:11-15 the younger women 

who get married. 

Proverbs 19:14 House and riches are the inheritance of fathers: and a prudent wife are is from the LORD.   

Proverbs 18:22 Whoso findeth a wife findeth a  good thing, and obtaineth favor of the LORD. 

Ecclesiastes 4:9-12 a threefold cord is not quickly broken.    

St. Mark 10:1-12 Involves uniting two whole and separate people into a new, God designed and God purpose 

life to seal a permanent relationship between husband & wife unbreakable, lifelong union.  

One emotionally, intellectually, financially, Spiritually, every way and purpose.  

Ephesians 6:1-9 FATHERS AND HUSBANDS PROVOKE NOT.  The great potential of those in authority is 

to use it wrongly and thereby provoking to anger and discontent.  

 

DEFINITIONS 

Contentious:  Provoking an argument, giving to auguring, likely to cause disagreement or controversy, 

quarrelsome.  

Misogyny:  Dislike, contempt or ingrained prejudice and hatred against women.  A form of sexism that can 

keep women at a lower social status than men, thus maintaining the social roles of patriarchy.  Misogyny has 

been widely practiced for thousands of years.  Treating women differently from men in social and 

professional settings.  Threatening, aggressive, intimidating, or violent behavior.  Pursuing unwanted sexual 

comments or advances, including catcalling, stalking, staring, touching, taking picture without consent, 

exposure to sexual assault and rape.   

Misandry:  The hatred or dislike of men 

Philophobia:  People who have a fear of love. This fear is so intense that they find it difficult and sometimes 

impossible to form and maintain loving relationships.   

Feminism:  the belief in social, economic, and political equality of the sexes. Although largely origination in 

the West, feminism is manifested worldwide and is represented by various institutions committed to activity 

on behalf of women’s rights and interests. 

Usurp:  To take a position of power or importance illegally or by force.  Supplant, encroach or infringe upon.  

To seize or exercise AUTHORITY or possession wrongly.   

Happy Wife happy life is selfish; should rather say Happy Spouse Happy House. 

Men are simple and require above all else these five things.  

Emasculate: Deprived of his male role or identity.  Make weaker or less effective or of less importance.  

“Make him a shadow of a man and less masculine. Side effects are survival mode, shuts down, withdraws, 

loss of confidence, acts unloving, discouraged, bitter.
