The Utter Failure of Male Leadership 

Scripture Reading before Invocational Prayer:  Ecclesiastes 10:16-17 

Scripture Lesson:  Isaiah 3:1-15 

CHILDREN ARE THEIR OPPRESSORS, AND WOMEN RULE OVER THEM, INDICATES THE 

UTTER FAILURE OF MALE LEADERSHIP IN THEIR SOCIETY. 

Text:  Isaiah 3:16-26 

Subject: THE ARROGANT AND FASHIONABLE WOMEN OF JERUSALEM ARE CONDEMNED 

FOR BEING MORE INTERESTED IN THE LATEST FADS OF FASHION THAN THEIR 

SPIRITUAL WELL-BEING AND THAT OF THEIR NATION. 

Introduction:  Haughty (proud) and wanton eyes (seductive) (v. 17 – Deuteronomy 28:27, Jeremiah 13:22) 

Verse 18 – cauls are scarves or headbands, round tires like the moon speaks of a turban or headdress.  Verse 19 

chains or pendants; mufflers or veils.  Verse 20 – bonnets or headdresses, tablets or perfume boxes, earrings or 

charms and amulet worn for power or protection.)  Verse 21 – the rings and nose jewels Genesis 24:22 

represented wealth and status female attire of the day.  Verse 22 – changeable suits of apparel, festival clothes, 

Mantles or tunics, Wimples or cloaks outer garments, crisping pins or Purses.  Verse 23 – Glasses or mirrors, 

Verse 24 – stomacher or rich robe, burning or branding, these self-exalted women will lose all hope of seeing 

themselves as beautiful or desirable or self- reliant again.  The prophet predicts that that the woman will cease 

to delight in these feminine accessories and will perish with the man.  As a result of the coming devastation of 

the male population seven women shall take hold of one surviving male. 

1. Isaiah 5:1-7  (cf. Jeremiah 12:10-11, Matthew 21:33-43) 

2. 1 Timothy 3:1-7 The qualifications of the bishop or overseer.(cf. 1 Timothy 5:17 elders) 

3. 1 Peter 3:3-6 let it not be the outward adorning but the inward adorning. (Proverbs 11:22)  

4. 1 Timothy 2:8-15 I will that the males pray publicly; and women adorn themselves in modest apparel.  

(cf. Proverbs 7:10 the attire of an harlot.)  

5. Revelation 6:12-17 the kings, the great men, rich men, chief captains and mighty men. 

6. Jeremiah 31:22 A woman will compass (encompass) a man.  The meaning is uncertain.  Some 

understand it to indicate the security of Israel in the Millennium when a woman can provide all the 

protection needed. Others take it as a reference to Israel (A Woman) embracing the man (i.e. God). Still 

others relate it to the Incarnation.
