Scripture Reading before Invocational Prayer:  Ephesians 5:1-6 believers’ faithful way. 

Scripture Lesson:  1 Corinthians 4:1-5  The most essential quality of a servant or steward is obedient loyalty 

or faithfulness to his master. 

Subject: MOREOVER IT IS REQUIRED IN STEWARDS, THAT A MAN BE FOUND FAITHFUL. 

(1 Corinthians 4:2) KJV 

Text:  1 Corinthians 11: 1 (cf. 1 Corinthians 4:16-17) be yea followers of me as I am of Christ. 

Introduction:  Luke 12:35-48 Jesus recommends constant readiness/faithfulness. 

Lesson Outline 

1. 1 Peter 4:10-11  Stay true to the word of God; use your abilities with all your might. 

2. Luke 16:1-14  The children of this world are wiser or work harder and are more faithful.  (v. 11 If one’s 

pocketbook is not at God’ disposal, one’s heart is probably not surrendered either.) 

3. Matthew 25:14-30  The need for preparation and faithful service to our Master.  

4. Colossians 3:22-24  Do it heartily or enthusiastically and faithfully as to the Lord.  

5. Romans 14:9-12  We shall all stand before the Judgment Seat of Christ. (cf. 1 Corinthians 3:10-15, 2 

Corinthians 5:10)  We must give an account of what we did or did not do and receive our rewards for 

faithfulness.

Scripture Lesson: James 4:1-10  Submit yourselves therefore to God.  (v. 4; John 15:18-20)  

Subject: SUBMISSION IS A FUNDAMENTAL ATTITUDE OF SPIRITUAL GROWTH; AND A 

LACK OF SUBMISSION CAUSES DIFFICULITIES AND FORFEITS GOD’S GRACE IN 

OUR LIVES.  

Text:  Luke 22:24-27 (cf. John 13:4-17)  

Introduction:  Luke 22:39-44 not my will but thine, be done (cf. John 5:30, 6:37-40).  

Lesson Outline 

1. Ephesians 5:21-24 submitting yourselves one to another in accordance to what pleases God. Wives submit 

to your own husband. (cf. 1 Peter 3:1-7 trusting God adorned themselves with Submission; 

Titus 2:3-5 Obedient to their own husband that the word of God be not blasphemed)   

2. Romans 13:1-7  Let every soul be subject to the higher power. 

3. 1 Peter 2:13-23  Submit yourselves to every ordinance of man for the Lord’s sake. (cf. Titus 3:1-5)  

4. Hebrews 12:1-11 be in subjection to the Father of spirits and have eternal life.   

5. Hebrews 13:17 Obey them that have the rule over you and submit yourselves.  

6. Romans 10:1-21 Have not submitted themselves unto the righteousness of God.  

7. Philippians 3:7-10 submitted to the righteousness of God by Faith. 

Submission: Accepting and wilfully yielding to the will and authority of someone else.
