Ecclesiastes 8: 11 — 14 Why the righteous suffer and the wicked does not.
Proverbs 24: 15 — 20 neither be thou envious at the wicked. (cf. Prov. 13: 5—9)
2 Peter 3: 6 — 7 reserved unto fire and judgement and perdition of ungodly men.

Psalms 7: 9 — 11 God tried the righteous to draw them closer to Himself.
