THE SIN OF ANGER 

Scripture Reading before Invocational Prayer:  Galatians 5:19-26 

Scripture Lesson:  Ephesians 4:20-32 And be renewed in the spirit of your mind. 

Subject: BE YE ANGRY, AND SIN NOT: LET NOT THE SUN GO DOWN UPON 

YOUR WRATH: NEITHER GIVE PLACE TO THE DEVIL.  

(Ephesians 4:26-27) KJV 

Text:  Proverbs 6:16-19  seven abominations to God.  The wicked man the scoundrel. 

Introduction:  James 1:19-21 For the wrath of man worketh not the righteousness of God.  

(Proverbs 15:18; 16:27-32; 17:14; 18:12, 13, 19 and; 22:10; 26:6-28; 28:25-26; Psalm 101:4-5) 

Lesson Outline 

“Anger kills intimacy and fellowship in our relationships” 

1. Genesis 4:1-10 if we don’t do right sin is waiting to attack and dominate us; sin is a 

predator crouching and waiting to pounce on the opportunity to overcome us when we are 

not doing well, and disobeying God. (1 John 3:10-12; Hebrews 11:4; Jude 11,  

Matthew 23:35) 

2. Matthew 5:21-26 verbal abuse stems from the same sinful motive: anger and hatred; and 

will ultimately lead to murder. (Exodus 20:13 thou shall not kill)  An abusive insult carries 

the same kind of moral guilt as an act of murder. (James 4:1-7) 

3. 1 Corinthians 6:6-8 self-sacrifice between brethren avoid dishonoring Christ. 

4. 1 Peter 2:18-25 Suffering for God to keep the unity of the fellowship. (Galatians 5:15) 

5. Colossians 3:8-15 What to put off; what to put on; let the peace of God rule your hearts 

6. Matthew 18:1-35 forgiveness is a fundamental requirement to enter Heaven. 

7. Romans 12:9-21 avenge not yourselves, Vengeance is mine, I will repay saith the Lord.

The grace of faith is the substance of things hoped for and the evidence of things not seen.  Faith and hope go 

together; the same things are hoped for we have faith for.  It is a firm persuasion and expectation that God 

will perform all that he has promised to us in Christ.  Born Again believers while waiting in faith are filled 

with joy unspeakable and full of glory.  It is the evidence of things not seen.  Faith demonstrates, 

communicates and illuminates to the eye of the “mind” the Reality of those things that cannot be discerned 

by the eye of the body.  It is designed by God to serve the believer instead of sight, and to be to the “soul” all 

that the senses are to the body.  (Faith has eyes, Faith has ears, Faith can smell, Faith can taste, Faith can 

touch) Abraham is the Father of Faith.  Faith Pleases God.  Without Faith it is impossible to please God for 

he that cometh to God must believe that He IS and that He IS a rewarded of them that diligently seek Him
