THE PASSOVER LAMB 
 

Scripture Reading Before Invocational Prayer:  Genesis 22: 4 – 18 A SUBSTITUTE SACRIFICE 

(cf. St. Matthew 5: 17 – 18)   

 

Scripture Lesson: Revelation 5: 1 – 10 Worthy is the Lamb (cf. 1 Peter 1: 18 – 20, Rev. 13:8)     

 

NEW TESTAMENT BELIEVERS, JESUS CHRIST IS OUR PASSOVER LAMB 

 

Text: Exodus 12: 1 – 31, 39 The Passover and the Feast of Unleavened Bread.    

 

Introduction: 1. Hebrews 9: 1 – 28  which was a figure for the time then present.   

 2. Hebrews 10: 1 – 16  The law having a shadow to things to come.   

     3. St. John 1: 29 (cf. Isaiah 53: 5 – 7)  as a lamb to the slaughter.    

 4. St. Luke 22: 1 – 20  The last supper or the Lord’s Supper was a Passover meal.  

 

The four cups of Passover are a central part of the Seder, representing the four expressions of 

redemption promised by God in Exodus 6: 6-7: Sanctification (“I will bring you out”) 

Deliverance/Judgement (“I will deliver you”) Redemption (“I will redeem you”) , and 

Praise/Restoration (“I will take you as my people”)  

 

Lesson Outline 

1 Corinthians 5: 1 – 13 Christ our Passover.  The Feast is fellowship with our Passover. The 

Church should remove anything sinful or leavened or unrepented even sinful church members. 

(Eph. 5: 1 – 17; 1 John 1: 5 – 10; 2 Thess. 3: 6 – 15; St. Matt. 18: 8,9,15 – 20;  

1 Corinth. 6: 1 – 8;1 Tim. 5: 19 – 25; Titus 1: 7 – 16, 1 Tim. 1: 18 – 20: Romans 5: 6 – 9)                   

 

The Jews celebrate Passover annually with unleavened bread the Church celebrate a continual 

Passover with unleavened lives.   

 

Christ in the Lord’s Supper was a fulfillment of the Passover, which was a shadow of things to 

come. It is in observance of the Passover.  The Lord’s Supper does not replace Passover but 

rather fulfills it and observes it in our time.
